Decoding, Sight Vocabulary and 
Whole Language!

·Ideal is combination of all three.  Some children favor 
one over the other!  Best to arm our children with 
multiple strategies and load them with enriching 
literature!



Teaching Phonics
· Consonants names and sounds - B, M, Z

· Consonant diagraphs - th, sh, wh, ch
· Short vowels - a, e, i, o, u
· Final e  - lake
· Long vowel diagraphs - pain, say, eat, light, boat, grow, few
· R controlled vowels - car, her, bird, turn, for
· Other vowel diagraphs - moon, blew, cow, boy, oil, law, author
· Inflectional endings - filled, licked, 
· Two syllable words  -
· Polysyllabic words with affixes
· Three, four and five syllable words



Consonant Diagraphs
·Harder for some children to pronounce.  These are 

words that have a sound different from the individual 
letters.  Words  such as she, that, thin, chin, and when 
all contain consonant diagraphs.



Decoding Skills
·Blending is key to being able to 
sound out words.  Teach the letters 
f, l, m, n, r, s, v, w, and z first.  
These sounds continue and let 
children easily blend into the next 
sound.  Letters like p have a stop! P
