NWEA Testing is coming up!

NWEA , Northwestern Evaluation Association is a testing instrument that the PACT program uses to assess student progress. The test will specifically target your child’s needs and accomplishments as well as track his or her growth over time.  The results from this assessment help in a variety of ways; it helps you work collaboratively with your Educational Advisor to target learning objects, it can help you select appropriate curriculum in the spring, and it also helps guide the school to determine academic support.

Every student in 2nd thru 8th grade needs to test.  A schedule and sign up for NWEA Testing is provided at the front desk.  K-1 parent- teachers can discuss this option with your Educational Advisor to determine if this is appropriate for your student. 

Below you will find the guideline for signing up your student(s):

2nd Grade Students:  You must sign up for (2) 1 hour sessions

· Reading

· Math

3rd-8th Grade Students:  You must sign up for (3) 1-hour sessions

· Reading

· Language Arts

· Math

The testing window will be January 3rd – 19th.  Testing sessions will be every hour, starting at 8:30 with the last session at 1:30.  Please sign up at the front desk. If you have any questions, please contact your Educational Advisor.
